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Matotumba (MTTMB) is an art collective and experimental music group formed in the
year 2000 by audiovisual artists from Puerto Rico mostly known for their improvised
electronic-expernimental music proposal, visual arts, theatre and site-specific
performances, videos and film and documentaries scores.

ABOUT

For Focus On Puerto Rico, Matotumba's project Dystropical will address ongoing
Issues directly effecting the colony of Puerto Rico, at this present time. Culminating as a
new expenmental audiovisual project, Dystrépical aims to address Puerto

Rico's economic crisis and social-political landscape, hypothesized in a not so distant but
uncertain future on the dystopian tropical island of Puerto Rico and the "detached” from
the mainland island of Miami.

The residency will be developed by three of the eight current members of the arts
collective Matotumba (Milton Ramirez Malavé, Raul Reyes and Carolina Martinez)
during their residency term for the Focus On Puerto Rico program. Other members of the
ensemble will drop by from time to time during the course of the residency and most of
them will travel for the final presentation.

PROJECT

During the residency, various musical instruments, scenery elements, masks, costumes,
and props will be designed and constructed using recycled matenals such as trash bags,
plastic bottles, newspaper, and cardboard, which will be used on the final showcase.

Once a week, the collective is to open the studio to the public to show in-progress work,
rehearse for the public, and showcase guest artists. The final presentation will be an
experimental, psychedelic rock, electronic music concert consisting of free improvisations,
new songs which will be composed during the residence and existing compositions of the
last two of Matotumba's albums: "Cosas Malas" and "Al Filo". The hour long show will be
complemented by pre-recorded and live visuals, stage lighting, performances and
declamations of poetry.

Matotumba (MTTMB) Colectivo de experimentacion sonora y grafica puertorriqueio
originado en el afio 2000 por un colectivo de artistas audio/visuales de Puerto Rico. Es
mayormente conocido por su propuesta de musica psicodelica/experimental y por la
incorporacion del arte visual en sus espectaculos en vivo y trabajo de banda sonora para
documentales de cine y video. Es dificil asignar un género en especifico a la propuesta
musical de Matotumba puesto que su estilo es particularmente evolutivo. Entrelaza ntmos
percusivos tribales, ritmos electrénicos/futuristas y lirica psicodélica.

En el transcurso de casi dos décadas han recopilado una extensa discografia y
videografia, al igual que producir dos documentales de larga duracion sobre su trabajo.
=U mas reciente trabajo discografico ha sido considerado como uno de los mejores del
afo 2016 por los blogs de musica Puerto Rico Indie and Batiscafos.
